1. Connect the WOW Videoke Premium and all its accessories accordingly.
Please refer to the Installation Guide.

2. Turnon your TV set and select the AV source where the device is connected.

3. Press {power} on the main unit.

Power Off -WOW Videoke Premium main unit
1. Press the power button on either the side of the main player shortly or on
the remote control for 1 second.
2. Switch off the WOW Videoke Premium microphone first before
turning off the main player.

Installation of song pack

1. Turn off the power of WOW Videoke Premium by pushing the POWER button,
until the unit powers off.

2. Open the top cover of the WOW Videoke Premium.

3. Take note of the direction of the song pack. Insert a song pack into the slot and
press downward until the song pack is securely in place.
You can insert song packs regardless of order of slot. Please make sure the direction
of the song pack is correct.

« When inserting the microphone cable to the WOW Premium microphone, you should hear

a clicking sound that indicates that the cable is properly inserted.

- To remove the microphone cable, hold the movable locking mechanism of the

microphone cable and gently pull it down.

- With WOW Videoke Premium, there are two kinds of second microphone that you can

use. Your first option is to buy a WOW Videoke Premium Microphone with remote control
keypads. This type of microphone has the same buttons as the remote control. Your
second option is to use an ordinary microphone that you can buy from any

audio/video store.

To add songs to the Favorite list:

To register your favorite song, select a song search screen and press {menu}.
A fheart} icon will be added in front of the title, which means the song is in
your favorite folder. If you press {menu} again, the {heart} icon will disappear
and the song is removed from the favorite folder.

Managing the Favorite List:

In your favorite song list, you can sort the songs in terms of the song number,
title or Artist. If you want to remove a song in the list, select a song and press
{menu}.

Press {start} to play a song from the Favorite Songs list.

You can also reserve the songs in your favorite list to cue them to play, just
highlight the song and press {RSRV}.

You can sort your favorite songs by Number, Artist, and Singer press {VOL} to
change the sort mode.

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Record Menu

The record function allows the user to record his/her song. Both the instrumentals
and the user’s voice are recorded and can be played back.

Recorded songs are stored in the WOW Videoke Premium's built-in memory.
The user memory is shared by the recorded songs and the user photos.

The total memory is 64MB which is equivalent to 60 minutes of recorded songs.
40 minutes is immediately available while the remaining 20 minutes was used for
the pre-loaded user photos. To maximize the capacity of the user memory

you may delete the user photos using the USB function.

Configuration Menu

The Configuration menu enables you to change some of the settings of the WOW Videoke
Premium; like lyrics alignment, difficulty level of the scoring. Here is the list of the default

You
can download the recorded songs from the device to your PC, or upload some
image files from your PC to the main player.

After turning the main player off, connect the main player to the PC using the
USB cable.
As you turn the main player on, the PC will automatically detect the new
hardware.

The WOW Videoke Premium does not turn on.

a. Make sure that the DC output plug of the adaptor is firmly plugged to
the unit, and that its ACinput plug is likewise firmly plugged into the AC
outlet.

b. Press the power button.

The screen displays video but there is no sound.

a. Check if a headphone is connected to the TV or to the amplifier, and if
50, disconnect the headphone.

b. Increase volume of the TV or the amplifier. Also increase the volume
of the WOW Videoke Premium.

¢. Check if the red and white RCA plugs of the RCA cable are properly
pluggedin.

The screen does not display video.

a. Make sure that the RCA plugs are connected to the correct TV input jacks.
Make sure also to set the TV to display the correct AV input.

b. Check if the yellow RCA plugs are properly plugged to the yellow RCA
jacks of the WOW Videoke Premium and the TV.

The volume of the MICis low.

a. Press The {-+} Button Of the MIC In The Remote Control To Increase The Volume Of
the MIC.

Real time score is displayed even if there is no person singing on the MIC.
a. Realtime score is designed to respond even to soft sounds, which includes
surrounding noise.

The WOW Videoke Premium does not turn off even after turning off the MIC.
a. The power switch of the MIC s designed to turn off the MIC. It does not
control the power of the main unit.

b. Press the power button on the WOW Videoke Premium or the power button
on the remote control.

Distance of the remote control is short. The remote control does not operate
well.

a. Check battery of the remote control.

b. Is the product being used near a strong light source (direct ray of light

or bright electric lights)? Avoid bright light sources as much as possible.

¢. Remove any obstruction between the remote control and the main unit.
The WOW Videoke Premium a does not recognize a Song Pack.

a. A song pack must be installed after the main player is turned off. In case
the song pack was installed before the unit was turned off, simply turn
